Duties of the team physician

AAFP, AAOS, ACSM, AMSSM, AOASM

— Posses special proficiency in the care of musculoskeletal

injuries and medical conditions encountered in sports.

— Actively integrate medical expertise with other healthcare

providers, including medical specialists, athletic trainers, and
allied health professionals

— Ultimately assume responsibility within the team structure for
making medical decisions that affect the athlete’'s safe

participation”
